. PREPARING SPACE FOR WHAT'S AHEAD

The Lead Team continues to work thoughtfully to care
for our church home while planning responsibly for the
future. Over the past year (2025 to present), important
steps have been taken to maintain our facilities and
prepare spaces that better serve our congregation and
community.

Several building projects have been completed, including
roof repairs in the hallway area, updates to the kitchen
roof, additional roof maintenance, and chimney repairs.
Improvements have also been made to the sanctuary
sound and lighting systems to support worship and
enhance the experience for those gathered.

Facilities Updates from the Lead Team
Our Lead Team has been working on several projects to
care for our church building and ensure that our spaces
remain welcoming, functional, and accessible for our
congregation and guests.

Choir Room Relocation
The choir room is being relocated to the former Heritage
Room. This change will allow the previous choir space to be
cleaned and repurposed as a community room for
gatherings, meetings, and small groups.

Restroom Renovation
Plans are underway to remodel the two main floor
restrooms. Both will become private, family-style
restrooms, making them easier for individuals, parents with
children, and caregivers to use.

The current women's restroom will be renovated into a
fully handicap-accessible restroom so that members and
guests with mobility needs can comfortably access the
space. Because ADA accessibility standards require
additional floor space for wheelchairs, the room cannot
accommodate two toilets and remain compliant, so it will
be converted to a single-stall accessible restroom.

Two restrooms will remain available near the
sanctuary, along with additional restrooms in the back
hallway for use during worship services and events.

Building Care and Maintenance
Several additional projects are also underway to maintain

and improve our facilities, including roof repairs,
professional carpet cleaning, garage painting, landscape
cleanup, "junk" removal, and a “test and tune” of the
sound system to ensure everything is operating at its best.

We are grateful...to the many wonderful members of
our congregation who have already volunteered their time
and talents to help with these projects. We appreciate
everyone's patience and support as we continue working to
care for and improve our church home. If you have
questions about any of these projects, please feel free to
reach out to a member of the Lead Team.
